
FAITH AND FAMILY TIME  
• Talk about the story picture, the story and the children’s activities. Read the  

parable of the two sons in Matthew 21:28-32 or in a  Bible story book. 
• Use Jesus’ question: “Now what do you think?”, frequently in discussions with 
children. Add when appropriate: “What does the Bible teach?” 

• Discuss times when members of the family have been like the boys in the story. 
How did this behaviour make the parents feel? Discuss the way parents deal with 
children who do not obey —  either in words or actions. How do parents show that 
they forgive their children? How do children show that they 
forgive parents? 

• God helps us to be His children. He helps us change our mind 
like the boy in the story. How do we change our mind for God? 
How could the father tell that his son had changed his mind?

Dear heavenly Father, thank You for making us Your children. Help us to say yes to 
You by the things we say and the things we do. In Jesus’ name we pray. Amen.

Put a tick on the son who is working. Put a cross on the son who said he would work 
but changed his mind. Why do you think the artist drew the sleeping son with a smile 
and the working son without a smile? 

THE STORY 
Jesus told this parable about the kingdom of God to the chief priests and the elders of 

the people: 
There was a man who had two sons. He went to the first and said, “Son, go and work 
in the vineyard.’” 
“I will not,” he answered, but later he changed his mind and went. 
Then the father went to the other son and said the same thing. He answered, “I will, 
sir,” but he did not go. 
Jesus said, “Which of the two did what his father wanted?” 
“The first,” they answered. 
Jesus said to them, “I tell you the truth, the tax collectors and the prostitutes are   

entering the kingdom of God ahead of you. John the Baptist came to you to show you 
the way of righteousness, and you did not believe him, but the tax collectors and the 
prostitutes did.” 

Jesus wants all people to be in His kingdom. He wants us all to repent and believe in 
Him as our Saviour.

This is a time for 
thinking carefully about what you say at Confirmation and about what

If we said all the right words and gave all the right answers, but then did 
not live and behave as Godõs child, we would be like the son in Jesusõ story 
who said yes to his father, but then did not do what his father told him.
